Scope and Content

The Adirondack Park is over six million acres of state-owned and privately held land. In 1971 New York created
the Adirondack Park Agency, which regulates development of park land. Much of the private land is protected
from development by easements purchased by New York State. Other lands are held by conservation
organizations, such as The Nature Conservancy. Balancing the preservation of public access to the natural beauty
and the undeveloped nature of the Adirondacks with the rights of landowners to privately enjoy and develop land
within the Park continues to be a major challenge for those who live, work, and recreate in the Adirondacks.

The Adirondack Collection consists of booklets, news clippings, promotional materials, reports, magazine articles,
book catalogs, and ephemeral materials. There are several collections of maps of the region, and of hiking trails.
Also included are several collections of photographs, including, notably, series of photographs by Seneca Ray
Stoddard, and by Edward Bierstadt.

Provenance

The Adirondack Collection is, like the mountains themselves, a big collection with much to explore. Developing
the collection is an ongoing mission of the St. Lawrence University Libraries. The collection is an amalgamation of
materials culled from the collections in the Herring Library and Owen D. Young Library, and materials purchased
or gifted to Special Collections. A significant number of the Seneca Ray Stoddard photographs were purchased
from Edward Comstock in 2017. The logging camp photographs were purchased from Tom Jennison in 2022.
